PART – A

Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) in its meeting held on 19-07-2007 & 25-02-2008 chalked out its master plan for the academic year 2008-2009 and discussed the following points at length

1. Proposed to introduce diploma course in soft skills development and D.T.P.

2. Proposed to introduce advanced diploma courses in remedial Lab Technology, Journalism, Insurance & Banking.

3. It is resolved to recommend the college committee to provide more number of Journals and Back Volumes to the library.

4. It is resolved to encourage students to under take research projects.

5. Proposed to develop more number of linkages with industries and higher learning units.

6. It is resolved to take new members in the IQAC is the place of retired members.

7. In view of NAAC re-accreditation it is resolved to further strengthen various associations to ready to NAAC work.

8. It is resolved to improve infrastructure in all the departments with the financial assistance of management.
9. It is further proposed to add the college beautification programme and to have Cement Roads in the UG and PG Campuses.
 
NAAC Peer team during its visit appreciated the efforts of the both management and staff and reaccredited as ‘A’ grade. Most of the suggestions given by Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) were accepted by the college committee and most of them were implemented in the academic year 2008-2009.
Career Oriented Programmes are continued in this academic year for Advanced Diploma course in Medical Lab Technology, Journalism and Banking & Financial Systems. A new Diploma course was introduced on soft skills development and DTP.
A sophisticated English Language lab is established in a spacious lab with all required facilities. The computerization of Library was completed and the students’ usage is increased and management provided required funds to purchase more number of journals and back volumes to the Library.

Under beautification programme, cement roads work was completed.  Ceramic tiles were used for beautification.  A new reception counter was constructed near main gate for providing better information to the visitors and others.
